1. Attendance & Apologies

The Chair CB extended a warm welcome to those in attendance and provided a special greeting to representatives from Golley Slater and the Forestry Commission, who were in attendance to deliver a presentation (non agenda item), in relation to the Greenoakhill Community Woodland Project.

Apologies received from John Donald, Louise Greenbank, John Mason MSP, Cllr Marie Garrity and Margaret Curran MP.

Non-Agenda Item – Presentation by Representatives of Golley Slater & The Forestry Commission

EL and RL from Golley Salter and SC from the Forestry Commission delivered a presentation on the Greenoakhill Community Woodland Project. The Forestry Commission are currently conducting a community consultation exercise on the potential development of the Greenoakhill quarry and landfill site. If successful, Phase 1 of the site could be open to the public in 2015 and Phase 2 between 2016 and 2020.

Following the presentation the representatives answered questions from the floor with specific reference to contamination and public safety. Assurances were given regarding capping the land to seal contaminants and liaison with SEPA.

On conclusion of questions from those in attendance EL, RL and SC left the meeting. 

	Action 1/2014: AB appointed BCC representative in relation to Grenoakhill Community Woodland Project and to provide an update as to progress at each BCC Ordinary Meeting.



2. Approval of Previous Minutes

Minutes of meetings on Monday 22 September 2014 and 27 October were approved by IR; and seconded by AB.

3. Police Reports

NM and GF attended from Police Scotland. Review of the current crime figures for the Broomhouse area show no street disorder, no thefts from cars/homes and no crime pattern developing since the last report given. Additional patrols are being deployed at commuting periods and the Christmas drink driving campaign was about to be launched. A dedicated unit focussing on housebreakings has been established and are raising awareness of this type of crime at this time of year. A Police Scotland representative will attend future meetings.

4. Elected Members

CB deferred discussion on how elected members could interface with BCC to the next Ordinary Meeting.

	Action 2/2014: CB to ensure that elected members interface with BCC to be raised as an agenda item at the next BCC Ordinary Meeting.




DT provided the following updates:

i. Broomhouse Park – email of 17 Oct 14 from Land & Environmental Services (LES) confirms Broomhouse Park is included within a package of four play parks being improved.  The contractor will be allocated the work by 24 Nov 11 and completion is due by Mar 15.
ii. Footpath from Miller Homes to Baillieston Rd – safety railing will be installed by 30 Nov 14.
iii. MUGA Pitch Lights – currently no equipment available to repair the lighting.

	Action 3/2014: Letter to be sent from BCC to Director of LES to report MUGA Pitch lighting failure and to seek clarification regarding repair. 




iv. Removal of CCTV – CCTV camera removed from Boghall Rd for use at Commonwealth Games will not be rehoused on Boghall Rd. Community Safety are of the opinion that CCTV is not required at that location.
v. Speed Bumps Baillieston Rd – the speed bumps will be painted by end of Dec 14.

	Action 4/2015: DT to seek clarification regarding the imposition of a 20mph or 30mph speed limit on Baillieston Road, Broomhouse.




vi. Hamilton Rd – the speed limit will be reduced to 30mph with cycle lanes installed both east and west bound.
vii. Damaged Signs – damaged signs will be replaced by 30 Nov 14.
viii. Petition Procedure – Glasgow City Council (GCC) have an online petition procedure whereby 25 residents can petition to make a joint complaint/request. 
ix. Fly Tipping – issue for Community Safety.

5. Planning & Conditions

i. Modification of condition 07 10/00056/DC – a compromise has been reached to allow Miller Homes to occupy 10 homes before the western section of Boghall Rd/Hamilton Rd is complete. Completion of the upgrade to the road is scheduled by end Dec 14.
ii. Mansell Homes – IR will continue as BCC liaison with Mansell Homes. Representatives  to be invited to a future BCC meeting.

	Action 5/2014: IR to liaise with representatives of Mansell Homes and extend an invitation for attendance at a future BCC Ordinary Meeting to provide an update on site progress.




iii. Patersons of Greenoakhill – investigation ongoing regarding pollution of the river Clyde involving SEPA. John Mason MSP and IR are scheduling a meeting with Patersons.

	Action 6/2014: IR to liaise with John Mason MSP to seek a mutually agreeable date for a site visit to Patersons of Greenoakhill Quarry.




6. AOCB

i. Liaison with Police Scotland – GB confirmed with Inspector McIntyre a representative from Police Scotland will attend future BCC meetings.
ii. Re-engagement of BCC with Area Partnership – GB will attend Area Partnership meetings on behalf of BCC.
iii. Role of Office Bearers & Format for Future Meetings – to be discussed at members’ sub-meeting.
iv. Broken Grit Bin – AB confirmed Bellway Homes will replace/repair the grit bin.
v. Council Adoption of Bellway & Miller Estates – AB to contact GCC regarding the process of council adoption of new housing developments.

	Action7/2014: AB to liaise with Mr Forbes Baron, GCC, Building Control to ascertain when Council will adopt new housing developments from the respective builders.




vi. Occupation of Land behind the Dogs’ Trust – no longer an issue.
vii. Solar Panel Canvassing – residents reminded to be aware of long term tie-in with solar panel companies.
viii. Test Drilling Adjacent to Bellway Estate – a local building firm have been test drilling; no planning applications presented.
ix. BCC Website and Facebook Page – AB presented statistics of website and Facebook usage.
x. Audits/Collecting Data – CB suggested BCC should collect and record numbers/types of complaints.
